Attendance

Regular committed attendance is expected to allow children to progress and develop in their classes.
students are expected to arrive on time and must be picked up promptly after class by a parent or
pre-approved guardian.

Dress Code

Once the child has settled into the class, they are expected to wear the correct uniform purchased
through the school. If preferred, you may purchase shoes and accessories from alternative retailers
or second-hand. Hair should be worn neatly, off the face, either in plaits or fastened securely in a
bun; This not only allows complete unrestricted movement, but also avoids distraction in class.

Class Placement

Class placement is generally based on the age of the child but may vary considering their ability and
concentration. Class placement is determined by the teacher for all levels.

Payment

Invoices will be issued in the middle of the preceding month for the upcoming month's classes and
payment for classes is expected to be made by the end of the preceding month. E.g. (invoices for
February classes will be issued in the middle of January and payment will be expected by the end of
January.) You can pay directly through the invoice link or pay cash if preferred. Throughout the year
we have several weeks off that generally coincide with the academic year but may vary.
